The Grand Canyon is a canyon carved by the Colorado River in the state of Arizona.  The Grand Canyon is an impressive 446 km long, 29 km wide and attains a depth of 1800 metres.  Recent studies place the origins of the canyon some 17 million years ago and place its age at 5 or 6 million years.  Native Americans, more specifically the Ancient Puebloans people, were the first to live in the Grand Canyon area.  In the 16th century, the Spanish tried unsuccessfully to convert the natives.  The Grand Canyon became an official national monument in 1908 and a national park in 1919.  The park is one of the world’s premier natural attractions with about 5 million visitors per year.  Beside the sightseeing, rafting, hiking and running are among the most popular activities.
